ADMISSION PROCEDURE

Fresh admission are made in the beginning of each Academic Session every year. Admission
Is strictly on merit basis and as per the procedure given below.

ENTRANCE TEST

Students seeking admission will have to appear for an Entrance Test in English, Hindi, Maths,
Science/EVS for all classes. The tests are regularly conducted from 2nd week of March till
the end of July every year. The names of the successful candidate will be notified on the

school notice board.

REGISTRATION

The registration form will be available at
the school office on payment of registration
fee. Parents need to deposit the registration
forms duly filled in the school office along
with the required documents:

() Birth Certificate

(ii) Mark sheet

(iii) Transfer certificate
(iv) 2 Photographs

and get the date for Entrance test from
office.

*For admission to Nursery, the age of the
child should be between 3 and 4 years on
31st March of the year. At the time of
admission the original Date of Birth
Certificate, issued by Municipal Committee
must be submitted.

SCHOOL FEE

The school fee must be paid in three
installments.

(I) 1st Installment at the time of admission
(From 1st April to 30th April)

(i) 2nd Installments in the month of August
(From 1st Aug. to 31st Aug.)

(iii) 3rd Installments in the month of October
(From 1st Oct. to 31st Oct. )

Note: Fee once paid will not be refundable
under any circumstance. After the due date,
fee is payable with fine at the rate of
Rupees 100 per day up to 15 days. Only, after
which the name of the child will be struck
off the rolls.

Re-admission, at the direction of the
Principal will be given only on payment of
admission fee as per rules.




REQUEST FOR WITHDRAWAL

A student can be with drawal at the parent’s
request at the end of an Academic session. If
a student is with drawal during the session,
the fee paid will not be refunded at any cost.

The withdrawal of a student will be granted
only on submission of a written application to
the Principal/Director one month prior to the
withdrawal along with No Dues Certificate
obtained from various sections of the school.

SCHOOL CURRICULUM

The school follows CBSE curriculum
which is divided in three broad sections.

PRE-PRIMARY/PRIMARY SECTIONS:

Students between the age group of three to ten years form this section (up to Std. V) The
focus is on learning through play way techniques and field activities which are interesting,
creative and enjoyable comprising of the subjects English, Hindi, Maths, EVS, Computer, G.K,,

Music, Yoga, Taekwondo and P.T.

MIDDLE SECTION:

The emphasis is on developing reading, writing, Mathematical and communicative skills
having the subjects English, Hindi, Maths, Science, Social Science, Sanskrit, Computer, G.K.,
Music, Dance, Yoga, Taekwondo and P.T.

SENIOR SECTION:

Secondary students from std. IX on
wards form this section. The main
focus is on self-reliance, self-
confident, and self-motivation of the
students consisting of the subject:
English, Hindi, Maths, Science,
Computer, Music, Dance, P.T. & Yoga.

The school offers three parallel
streams: Science, Agriculture Sci.
and Humanities for the students
seeking admission to class XI. The
subjects chosen by a child for
admission to this class would be
granted only If they suit the
minimum marks criteria set up by
the school.
